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/he hermitage is set deep in a sheer hill
and is looking Pereila River; it is one of the
most beautiful places of the “coinefio” field.
The primitive chapel of Nuestra Sefora de la
Fuensanta dates from XVI century, the
current one was built in the XVII century,
undergoing different changes over time.

It is noteworthy the decorative beauty of the
main chapel that is covered by a dome full of
decorative plasterworks of Baroque style.
The altar is under it and was conceived as an
open safe-keeping room and it dates from the
XVIIl century, whose author was José de
Medina. The safe-keeping room has a stairs
that surrounds the altar, so that the faithful
can get close to the image.
